Purpose of this form

Under s 34 of the Wheat Export Accreditation Scheme 2008 (the Scheme), an exporter whose accreditation has been cancelled by Wheat Exports Australia (WEA) must give WEA a Post-Cancellation Export Report.  This report provides details of the exporter's exports of bulk wheat during the pre-cancellation period.
Basis for this form

Section 34(7) of the Scheme provides that a Post-Cancellation Export Report must be in a form approved by WEA. This form has been approved by WEA under section 44 of the Scheme.

Under Section 34(2) of the Scheme, a Post-Cancellation Export Report is a written report setting out:
(a) the quantity of wheat exported by the exporter during the pre-cancellation period, broken down by specification and country of destination; and
(b) the terms and conditions on which the exporter, or a related body corporate, acquired wheat from growers during the pre-cancellation period for export by the exporter.
Section 34(2) of the Scheme does not apply:

a container;



that is capable of holding not more than 50 tonnes of wheat; or


(b)
to an individual producer exporting wheat produced by that individual producer.

 Under Section 34(5) of the Scheme, the ‘pre-cancellation period’ is the period:
(a) beginning at the start of the marketing year in which the exporter was notified of the cancellation of its accreditation (i.e. the previous 1 October); and

(b) ending when the exporter was notified of the cancellation of its accreditation.
